In Lithuania and in the City of Panev ys the drivers are mostly guilty for

traffic accidents. Recently, the tendency of statis tics shows that the drivers
are responsible for traffic accidents. Statistical data show that bicycles are
not very popular in Lithuania and the bicycle drive rs are seldom injured and
become guilty for traffic accidents. Mostly pedestr lan children are injured
and only then in vehicles (including the cases when security means are not

used).
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Political:

-The Law on Safe Traffic on Roads approved by the Parliament of the Republic of Lithuania
(22-11-2007) on the basis of which the Director of Administration of the Municipality : 1.
approves the Programme of Safety for the city; 2. makes the Commission of Safe Traffic 3.
solves the questions of transport organization; 4. takes care of road maintenance; 5.
implements educational, training activities in the field of traffic safety.

-The Commission of Traffic Safety approves Traffic Safety Programme each year (the costs of
expenses for 2007 was 480 000 EUR), where the actions are foresteen — training of pupils,
contests, the list of equipment of safety means, etc.

- In accordance to the Decision of the City Council the education of children takes place at
schools, in suchh a way the movements of children in the city is decreased and the possibility
to be injured is also decreasing.

Prevention:

-Education at schools — 12-18 lessons about traffic safety for the pupils
of 5-8 classes in a school year; participation of pupils in contests;

Contests LIGHTS, SAFE WHEEL , etc., contests for the pupils of primary
schools BE CAREFUL IN THE STREET;

Control, sanctions:

- Since 01 01 2008 more strict penalties and other sanctions came into
power (withdrawal of right to drive a car, taking off the vehicle);

- The practice shows that not the amount of penalty but inevitability
motivates for safe traffic.
